 Machinery accidents are among the most common severe injury/fatality (SIF) incidents in industry. 
Z244.1 is the most recognized consensus standard for lockout/tagout when servicing or maintaining 
equipment. In this session, Peter Noddin will discuss the current 202X proposed revisions to the standard, 
focusing on differences from the 2016 version.
